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Instructions
The CF-3000B Valve Spring Compressor is a pneumatic system
capable of removing valve springs from a cylinder head that has
been removed from the engine. The compressor's power is deliv-
ered by a two stage air pump, that has the capability of developing
over 1000 lbs. of force from as little as 70psi air supply.
Compression of the valve spring is accomplished by pressing the
directional air valve, and releasing. Cycle the directional air valve
the required number of times to compress the valve spring and
retainer sufficiently for valve keeper removal. Retraction of the
Valve Spring Compressor is accomplished by pressing the air pres-
sure bleed valve. There are two adjustments you can make to
change the travel. The arm has 1" adjustment by unbolting and
moving it to the alternate position. There is also approximately 1"
in the adjusting screw, for a maximum of 8.25" total clearance
between the retainer receiver and the adjusting screw.
